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Sultan could move town center

Sultan’s town center for more
than a century has been its historic
downtown. But that could change, if
residents think it's a good idea, said
City Administrator Deb Knight last

week.

The town is putting together an
update to the comprehensive plan that
guides growth decades in the future.
One thing the city is considering is
moving the city center to another
location, one less prone to flooding.

The idea is fairly new, but already
it has gained some traction with city
residents, about half of whom, in a
recent survey, said they would support

such a move.

“When we talked with the council
at the spring retreat last year, we
had just prior to that been talking
to the county about the FEMA flood
plain and that was the time we
started talking about where else we
might have an opportunity to create
employment and retail centers,” said

Knight.

The idea is also consistent with

the state’s
philosophy.

“It's a good tie-in to what the Puget
Sound Regional Council wants towns
like Sultan to do, create centers,”
she said. “Because they want to do a
couple of things. They want to reduce
sprawl and increase the efficient use
of infrastructure and utilities and
have people live close to where they
work and shop. So if you think of Mill
Creek and Redmond town centers,
that’s the concept the PSRC wants to
promote.”

In order to create a new town
center, the city would have to identify
about 40 acres in an easily accessed
location.

“We are looking at three town
centers,” said Knight. “One is U.S. 2
and Old Owen where the Red Apple
is, one is keeping our historic business
district, and then there is Rice Road.”

The city has already spoken with
the family that owns 40 acres near
Rice Road that would suit. The family
is willing to sell if either the city or a
developer wants to buy.

So that’s the time

The public seems cautiously supportive so
far. A recent survey that included a question
about the possibility of using tax money to

help create a city center was met with fairly

strong support, given that the idea hadn’t been

discussed much yet.

About half the respondents said they would

support such a move.

That fits with the residents’ overwhelming
response that they wanted the city to focus on
economic development, said Knight.

“People are

supportive

of

economic

development and they want jobs in Sultan,”
she said. “There was a huge mandate. Crime
and economic development were neck and

neck.”

In coming months, the city will amend the
comprehensive plan, and in that plan will
include a rezone of the land chosen for a town
center; most likely at Rice Road and U.S. 2, said

Knight.

The actual development process probably

wouldn’t begin until 2015 at the earliest, said
Knight. She hopes that city residents will share

their input.

“The way to participate is to come to one of
these community meetings and hear the policy
questions and share your values,” she said. “If

you can’t come to the meetings, the information
is posted on the city website (www.ci.sultan.

wa.gov) and people are already sharing their

input by email. And that’s all going to the

city council for consideration. There’s plenty

of opportunity to share your values. Dont let
other people’s values shape your community.”
