From 
the notes on the front of the card it appears the photo was taken Sept. 10, 
1908 and the teachers are, back row from left to right: Austin, third grade; 
Bold, fourth grade; Bird, first grade; VanOlrodd, eighth grade; Bradey, sixth 
grade; Hartzell, second grade ; Gearhart, seventh grade; Wycoff, fifth grade; 
Kruger; Finley (principal and/or  superintendent). At this time Monroe did not 
have a high school and the grammar school buildings were on the southeast 
corner of Ferry and Fremont Streets, where the old Central School building is 
today.

	 Regarding the recent Supreme 
Court decision to end limits on cor-
porate spending.
	 Our democracy is already corrupt-
ed by the huge amounts of money 
candidates need.  There is little 
political courage as is, but the Bill 
Moyers Journal had a panel discus-
sion on how bad it can be. www.pbs.
org/moyers/journal/index-flash.html    
Which politician will have the guts to 
vote against a corporation’s interest, 
knowing that they can be targeted by 
negative attack ads without limits?  
In fact the special interests don’t even 
have to spend money, just knowing 
that they could will keep politicians 
in line.  There is also the possibil-
ity of a multinational controlled by 
another country buying politicians.
	 The constitution guarantees life, 
liberty and the pursuit of happiness 
for people, though it has become 
interpreted that corporations are 
individuals. I wonder if political 

contributions from corporations had 
anything to do with that.   
	 The Bill Moyers Journal also 
showed clips of Judge Robert’s hear-
ings where he characterized himself 
as following precedent, even if he 
disagreed.

Court decision reverses precedent

Pearson seeks tougher 
domestic violence laws

	 As the Sky Valley comes to terms with 
the details of a horrifying murder in which 
a woman’s body was left dismembered in 
the Reiter Pit area, (see Valley news) a case 
that seems to have resulted from a domestic 
violence case, representative Kirk Pearson 
is working to make sure it doesn’t happen 
again. 
	 “This last year there was a task force and 
they made recommendations on what we 
can do on domestic violence,” said Pearson 
from Olympia Thursday. “What we’re doing 
is going after repeat offenders. It creates 
stiffer penalties for repeat offenders.”
	 Pearson is working with Attorney General 
Rob McKenna to pass a bill through congress 
to increase penalties for domestic violence 
for people with prior offenses. 
	 Under current sentencing guidelines, each 
prior felony conviction counts as a point 
against a person who is facing a sentence 
for a new crime. The higher the points, the 
longer the sentence. 
	 The law currently doesn’t take some 
misdemeanors into account. 
	 Under the proposed law, for a person 
facing sentencing for domestic violence, 
prior domestic violence would count 
double. And misdemeanors for domestic 
violence cases would also count. 
	 The bill has already worked its way out of committee and is going to the 
floor for a vote this week. 
	 There is a companion bill, Bill 6203, going through the senate. 
	 Attorney General McKenna’s office praised Pearson’s efforts. 
	 “We’re so appreciative of Kirk’s work,” said Dan Sytman, a spokesperson at 
the Attorney General’s office. “I wanted to give him a shoutout.”
	 It’s all part of Pearson’s commitment to strong law enforcement, he said.
	 “I’ve always had a strong public safety agenda,” he said. In response to 
recent newspaper articles, he got a lot of calls from former victims of domestic 
violence. 
	 “I’m very happy,” he said. “I’m convinced this will help those who are victims 
of abuse. I think it will save lives, actually.”
