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Brock Holmes still missing, mother fears the worst

Almost four months after the dis-
appearance of a 23-year-old Monroe
man, there has been no trace of him,
and his mother now believes the worst
may have happened and is appealing
to the community for any informa-
tion about the night he vanished.

Brock Holmes, 23, was last seen at a
friend’s house after drinking in Sultan
a little after midnight on Oct. 7. He
either left on foot or was picked up
by a friend, say those who were there
that night. After that, he disappeared.

That was completely out of charac-
ter, said his mother, Lori Bowling of
Monroe. Especially since the young
man had been successfully rebuilding
his life after a rocky youth.

Brock grew up in Monroe, and at
14, moved to Sedro Wooley to be with
his father, finishing high school there
with a 3.5 grade point average. He
came back to Monroe after that and
worked at the Les Schwab, but fell in
with the wrong crowd, said Bowling.

“He was going up to Reiter, party-
ing, got mixed up in drugs,” she said.

The drugs were never harder than
marijuana, and he didnt usually
drink to excess, she said, but she wor-
ried. He was behaving poorly.

He moved back to Sedro Wooley
for a while, got a job at Bob's Burger
and Brew there, but when his room-
mate raised the rent, Brock wound up
homeless, unable to afford it.

His mother took him back home
to her place on Old Owen Road, be-
tween Sultan and Monroe.

Brock seemed ready to settle down,
she said. He got a job at the Sultan
Chevron and really put his heart into
1t.

“He loved his job,” said his mother.

“He was paying bills, he'd
just got his driver’s license
back.”

She was relieved to see
him back on track, she said.

“He wasn't a bad kid,” she
said. “He just went through
his problems with trying the
marijuana, like any kid these
days.”

Wednesday, Oct. 7, Brock
had to work the next day,
and he liked to be early, so
he didn't plan to stay out too
late when he left the house
with friends, she said.

About 5 p.m., he left with
his pool cue and his iPod,
and took off with his friends,
Gary and Clint Wheelock,
and Cameron Johnson. He
said he’d be back later.

According to Johnson,
Brock ended up drinking a
lot that night.

“We were all at Bubba'’s
Roadhouse,” he said. “I met
them all at the Dutch Cup,
and we went to Bubba’s be-
cause they had karaoke. I
pretty much stayed sober.
I didn't have money that
night. I had one friend who bought
me a drink. Brock, he was pretty well
far gone. He had quite a bit.”

Johnson had known Brock since the
6th grade. He wasn't as shy as he used
to be, but he didn't seem like the type
to get into trouble, said Johnson.

Brock and Johnson struck up their
friendship again after Johnson ran
into him at the Chevron, and they'd
gone fishing together a few times, said
Johnson.

“He was easy to get along with. For
some people might be too aggressive.

BROCK HOLMES, 23, went missing from a party
in Sultan four months ago. No new information
has come to light, and his mother now fears the

He'd want to box around or spar, just
with people he knew,” he said. “He
didn’t seem to be prejudiced against
anyone.”

Brock was a little rowdy that night,
said Johnson, putting Clint Wheelock
in a head lock at Bubba's.

“The bartenders didn’t know it was
playful, so they kicked them out and
they all went to the Dutch Cup,” said
Bowling.

At about 12:30 a.m., Johnson head-
ed up to Index, and Brock headed to
the Wheelock’s place.

Sometime later, the Wheelocks

said Brock told them he wanted to
go home. He had a ride coming, they
said.

At some point, he left, and whether
he was picked up or left on foot isn't
clear. But he was never seen again.

The last call from his phone was at
8:30 p.m., and that was just to check
his messages. He left his pool stick at
the Wheelocks, said Bowling, and she
since recovered it.

A thorough search of the surround-
ing roads and parks yielded nothing.

According to the Sheriff's Office, the
investigation is at a standstill until
new information arises.

Bowling has tried everything, even
consulting with volunteer psychics.

“They pretty much told me my son’s
gone, passed on,” she said. “They said
he is sorry, he screwed up, this never
should have happened.”

Someone said they heard gunshots
that night and even called 911, said
Bowling. But so far, police have not
established a link.

Johnson still holds out hope.

“Maybe he was just going through
something in his life and that no one
knew and took off somewhere,” he
said, although he admits it's a slim
possibility. “My biggest concern is
that he was so intoxicated he walked
off and got hit by a car or wandered
out in the woods,” he said.

Brock’s mother has scaled back her
hopes. She just hopes someone will
come forward with new information.

Gold Bar murder case takes grisly turn

Friends and family hoping for clo-
sure in the case of the disappearance
of Sherry Harlan of Everett got terrible
news last week, when a friend of her
boyfriend, Eric Christensen, told po-
lice that Christensen had killed her
and gone to grisly lengths to hide her
remains.

Eric Christensen, 40, of Gold Bar,
apparently told his friend that Harlan
had broken a “Wiccan blood oath”
not to contact a former boyfriend.

That friend said he’'d driven Chris-
tensen to several remote Sky Valley
locations following Harlan’s Jan. 2
disappearance, where Christensen hid
parts of Harlan’s body.

Harlan was reported missing from
her Lynnwood job Jan. 5. Evidence
pointed to Christensen. A search of
her apartment showed signs of vio-
lence and a strong smell of bleach. A
search of his home revealed swaths of
missing flooring, and bloody cloth-
ing.

Her car later was discovered burned
out in Reiter Pit with human remains
inside.

Christensen’s blood oath claim
drew strong concern form Pete Davis,
leader of Index’s Aquarian Tabernacle
Church, a Wiccan congregation.

“It's news to me,” he said. “People
probably did in the middle ages,
but it's not something we do today.
There’s enormous dangers in mixing
blood and body fluids today. There is
no such thing as a ‘blood oath’ as part
of the Neo-pagan Wiccan movement.
He's a crackpot.”

Davis said he remembered Chris-
tensen and Harlan as having attended
several services at the Index church.
Furthermore, members of the Aquar-
ian Tabernacle knew of him while he
was still in prison, where they assisted
in providing small Wiccan services to
Wiccan inmates.

“He didn't seem violent,” said Da-
vis. “He seemed kind of hale-fellow-
well-met, kind of bubbly and friendly.
It could have been a performance, or
it could have been he had a hair trig-
