The Bearcats dropped their
third game of the season to a
homecoming-inspired Stanwood
Spartan team Friday night.
Stanwood flexed their offensive
muscle early and, with only 1:01
off the clock, Stanwood quar-
terback Michael McCune scored
on a 57-yard run around end.
Monroe answered with a score
of their own when Joe Kim spun
out of the hands of Stanwood
linebacker Sam Harris to score
from 17 yards out in the second
quarter. The point after attempt
was blocked.

Stanwood extended their lead
in the second quarter when
Michael McCune spotted a mis-
match in the Bearcat secondary
and hit receiver Kale Schmidt
on a 44-yard pass over Monroe’s
Miguel Floresca-Cravens. The
point after attempt was wide left
and the Bearcats went to the lock-

er room at halftime down 13-6.

Monroe received the second
half kick-off but the offense sput-
tered and Stanwood added to
their lead as running back Brad
Gee scored on a 15-yard run from
scrimmage. Stanwood went for
the two-point conversion but the
pass failed.

It appeared that Monroe picked
up some offensive momentum
when, in the final seconds of the
third quarter, Senior Anthony
DiMaggio hit Cody Elledge over
the middle for a 12-yard touch-
down pass. Jose Perez kicked
the extra point and the Bearcats
pulled to within six of the
Spartans, 19-13.

But the Bearcats offense
stalled in the fourth quarter as
Stanwood’s Kyle Bennett inter-
cepted DiMaggio and raced 30
yards for a touchdown. Stanwood
added the two-point conver-

sion. On the next series Monroe
quarterback DiMaggio had to go
to the sidelines for one play due
to an equipment malfunction.
Filling in for DiMaggio, back-
up quarterback Joey Roppo was
blindsided by a Stanwood de-
fender and fumbled, giving the
Spartans field position deep in
Bearcats territory.

Stanwood running back Brad
Gee scored his second touchdown
of the night following the Bearcat
turnover. Sam Harris kicked the
extra point as the Spartan lead
was extended to 34 -13.

Monroe’s Cody Elledge ended
the scoring for the night as he
took the ensuing kickoff 91 yards
up the middle. The point after
kick failed. Monroe dropped to
two wins and three losses and
will play their Homecoming game
next week against the Eagles of
Arlington.
